“I am writing to bring an important community need and opportunity to your attention regarding child care availability in the Village of Copenhagen. As you may already be aware, the only licensed child care provider currently operating within the village, Erica Calloway, has made the decision to close her program. With her closure, families in Copenhagen will have no licensed child care options within the village, which creates a significant challenge for working parents and caregivers in our community. If you have not heard, New York State is moving forward with the first phase of the Governor’s push toward universal child care. This includes the release of $105 million in grant funding aimed at increasing access to quality child care by supporting the creation of new child care centers, as well as expansions or improvements to existing programs. These grants are specifically available to municipalities and nonprofit organizations, and unfortunately are not accessible to private or dependent child care providers.
I believe this presents a unique and timely opportunity for the Village of Copenhagen to consider establishing a small, community-based child care center. A program like this would directly address a growing local need, support working families, and strengthen the overall vitality of the village.
While I am not eligible to apply for these grants independently, I wanted to share this information because of its potential benefit to the community. If the village were interested in exploring this opportunity, I would welcome the chance to collaborate, share my experience, or assist in any way that may be helpful. That said, even if I am not directly involved, I strongly believe this is an opportunity worth considering for Copenhagen’s future.
I’ve attached a recent flyer that I received through OCFS to give you a little more details into the Grant.

New York State to Begin Accepting Applications
For New Child Care Capital Construction Grants

As part of Governor Kathy Hochul’'s ongoing effort
to expand New Yorkers’ access to safe, affordable,
high-quality child care, the new Child Care Capital
Construction Funding Program will be offering $105
million in grants to increase the availability of quality
care and help fund the creation of new child care
centers or expansions or improvements at existing
centers.

The new grant program comes on the heels of a
2024 initiative in which $50 million in grants were
issued by New York State to help expand child
care services. That earlier round of capital grants
is expected to add about 5,000 child care seats
statewide when all the construction projects are
completed.

Both child care capital grant programs are overseen
by OCFES and administered by the Dormitory
Authority of the State of New York (DASNY).

“l am so pleased that New York State is continuing
to support initiatives aimed at enhancing families’
ability to secure the child care services they need

to ensure their children are being nurtured and
well-cared-for while their parents or caregivers are
working or attending educational or vocational
programs,” said Nora Yates, deputy commissioner of
the Division of Child Care Services.

The new Child Care Capital Construction Funding
Program grants will be targeted toward not-for-profit
corporations or municipalities to create, expand or
enhance child care, including school-age programs.
Home-based child care programs, small day care
centers and legally exempt programs are not eligible
to apply for this round of grants.

The request for applications was released on
December 2. Applications can be submitted from
February 2 through March 13, 2026. Awards will be
announced no earlier than May 4, 2026.

The application review process is expected to

be highly competitive. Awardees will receive
reimbursement grants for design, construction,
reconstruction, renovation, equipment, and other
capital assets for existing or proposed not-for-profit
or municipal OCFS-licensed child day care centers,
OCFS-registered school-age child care programs,
and New York City Department of Health and Mental
Hygiene-permitted group day care programs.

The facility must be intended to be used as a child
care program for at least eight years and should
be located in an area with a current shortage of
regulated child care services.

Individual grant awards will range from a minimum
of $500,000 to a maximum of $5 million. To achieve
regional parity, 60% of the funding will be targeted
to the downstate region and 40% awarded in the
rest of the state. Downstate is defined as New
York City, Long Island, and the Mid-Hudson Region
{Dutchess, Orange, Putnam, Rockland, Sullivan,
Ulster, and Westchester counties). Within each
region, the goal is to award 40% of the grants for
school-age child care programs and 60% to child
care centers.
